Our success as a community advocate lies in
our ability fo listen and understand the major
issues that affect residents each day. Simply
put, research, best practices, and direct citizen
feedback drive our priorities, helping ensure that
our focus is on real issues, supported by data
and information. Every three years, we produce
a Community Report Card that looks at over

30 indicators of community health and draws
some important conclusions about the future
direction of our community.

We also serve as a community health information
and resource clearinghouse — providing
decision-makers, media, and funders access to
information on community health best practices.

We've developed a recognized model of
community involvement and collaborative
leadership that plays a critical role in our ability
fo engage the community in major issues. We
bring organizations and individuals to the table
to fully represent all aspects of a given issue,

including government, business, elected officials,
education, health care, citizens, and community
leaders. We're proud to have over 50 active
partners and 250 volunteers dedicated to
meeting these goals.
